Stephen had been asked to attend previous Awards but work on shows such as Channel 4’s NY-LON, BBC’s Waking The Dead, Empathy, Lilies and most recently filming with Debra Messing for the US hit TV series ‘The Starter Wife’ (which at this year’s Emmy’s was nominated for ten awards), had previously prevented him from attending in person.
Stephen has just flown out to America to record HBO’s new drama, True Blood, in which he will play Bill Compton, a 166 year old vampire, opposite Oscar-winning acress, Anna Paquin.  
David Zelly, the Theatre’s Production Manager, said ‘It was great to see Steve here in person for the first time. I do remember working on shows when he was one just one of the ‘kiddies’ in the Society’s pantomimes : even today his ‘mischievous’ behaviour makes him just one-of-the-boys : it is going to be strange watching his career as it continues to bloom both here and in Hollywood.’
The announcement comes just as the Theatre launches ‘one final push’ to raise a final £100,000+ to ensure that backstage and dressing rooms can finally be completed next summer.
